PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The governing bodies of the Village of St. Johnsville, Town of St. Johnsville, Town of Minden
and Village of Fort Plain intend to adopt a Western Montgomery County Local Waterfront
Revitalization Program (LWRP) for an area that extends approximately one-half mile north and
one-half mile south of the Erie Canal between the Herkimer County border and the Village of
Fort Plain.

The LWRP has been and is being prepared under guidelines established by the New York State
Department of State and includes: (1) delineation of a waterfront revitalization area; (2) and
inventory of existing natural man-made conditions within the waterfront area, as well as an
analysis of the opportunities and constraints to future development; (3) policies for use,
protection, and development of the waterfront area; (4) recommended land and water uses for
the waterfront area and specific projects to implement the Program; (5) a description of local
laws, regulations, and other local technigues necessary for implementation of the LWRP; (6) a
description of the State programs likely to affect, and necessary to further, implementation of
the LWRP; and (7) a description of the local commitment for preparation of the LWRP. Upon
adoption of the LWRP by the four communities and its subsequent approval by the NYS
Secretary of State and incorporation into the State’s Coastal Management Program,
Community and State actions are to be undertaken in a manner consistent to the maximum
extent practicable with the LWRP.

The proposed LWRP Consistency Law would establish procedures for determining the
consistency of proposed actions with the Western Montgomery County LWRP, would require
a consistency determination for all Type I and Unlisted actions in the Waterfront Area, and
provides for prosecution of violations of these requirements. The proposed local law would
take effect immediately upon its filing with the NYS Secretary of State.

Approvals Required:

The LWRP will require approval from the New York Department of State as well as
SEQRA clearance.

Thig letter responds to your communication of October 27, 2000, regarding lead agency
coordination for the project referenced herein, under Article 8 (State Environmental Quality
Review - SEQR) of the Environmental Conservation Law and 8 NYCRR Part 617. The New York
State Department of Environmental Conservation has no objection to your agency assuming
lead agency status for Western Montgomery County Local Waterfront Revitalization Program.

Several New York State regulated wetlands occur within the proposed waterfront area and
any disturbance of these areas, or their corresponding buffer regions, will require a parmit under
Article 24. Also, the Mohawk River and several of its tributaries, within the described area, are
protected waters and therefore, subject to Title 5 of Article 15 of the New York State
Environmental Conservation Law. Attached is a reference map highlighted with New York State
regulated wetlands in the project area.

As you probably are aware, the waterfront region contains numerous areas of
archeologicalhistorical significance and it will be very important to involve the New York State
Offica of Parks, Recreation, and Historic Preservation in the review process.

Dear Mayor Kraft:

We are in receipt of your State Environmental Quality Review Act (SEQRA) notification
regarding the Village of St. Johnsville’s intent to designate the St. Johnsville Village Board of
Trustees as the Lead Agency for the preparation and adoption of a joint Local Waterfront
Revitalization Program (LWRP) for the Mohawk River/Erie Canal waterfront areas of the
Villages of St. Johnsville and Fort Piain and the Towns of St. Johnsville and Minden (Western
Montgomery County). Please be advised that the Department of State is an Involved Agency due
to its required approval of the Local Waterfront Revitalization Program and concurs in the
designation of the St. Johnsville Village Board as the Lead Agency. We have also reviewed the
draft Full Environmental Assessment Form you provided and have no objection or concerns.

Since the Department of State is an Invelved Agency, we ask that a copy of all SEQRA-
related correspondence, notices, and documentation involving the Western Montgomery County
Local Waterfront Revitalization Program be sent to our office.

With amendment of the SEQRA Regulations (6 NYCRR Part 617), effective January 1, 1996,
the Village Board, as Lead Agency, may determine, after preparation and consideration of a Full
Environmental Assessment Form, that a Positive Declaration be prepared and filed OR that a
Negative Declaration be prepared and filed. If the Lead Agency determines that the action of
adopting a Local Waterfront Revitalization Program will have a significant adverse
environmental impact, a Positive Declaration should be prepared and filed and a Draft Generic
Environmental Impact Statement for the Draft Local Waterfront Revitalization Program must be
prepared in accordance with the SEQRA guidelines found at 6 NYCRR Part 617.

Based on reported resources, the project areas discussed in your submission may
contain archeological sites. Therefore, the Office of Parks, Recreation and Historic
Preservation (OPRHP) recornmends that specific projects be submitted for our review if
ground-disturbing activities are being proposed. If you consider the project area to have
been previously disturbed, documentation of disturbance will need to be reviewed by the
OPRHP. The OPRHP will recommend that a Phase I survey be undertaken for areas
where significance cannot be documented to our office.

A Phase 1 survey is designed to determine the presence or absence of !
archeological sites or other cultural resources in the project’s area of potential effect. The
Phase 1 survey is divided into two progressive units of study including a Phase 1A
sensitivity assessment and initial project area field inspection, and a Phase 1B subsurface
testing program for the project area. The OPRHP can provide standards for conducting
cultural resource investigations upon request. Cultural resource surveys and survey
reports that meet these standards will be accepted and approved by the OPRHP.

Our Office does not conduct cultural resources surveys. A 36 CFR 61 qualified
archeologist should be retained to conduct the Phase 1 survey. Many archeological
consulting firms advertise their availability in the yellow pages. The services of qualified
archeologists can also be obtained by contacting local, regional, or statewide professional
archeological organizations. Phase 1 surveys can be expected to vary in cost per mile of
right-of-way or by the number of acres impacted. We encourage you to contact a number
of consulting firms and compare examples of each firm’s work to obtain the best product.

Documentation of ground disturbance should include a description of the
disturbance with confirming evidence, Confirmation can include current photographs
and/or older photographs of the project area which illustrate the disturbance

(approximately keyed to a project area map), past maps or site plans that accurately |
